What is EVIE?

EVIE is a small, mechanical single use pump

EVIE imitates the natural process of fertilization
better than standard IUl because sperm are slowly
released to the uterus over a period of 4 hours
instead of all at once, as in conventional 1UI.

How does EVIE work?

It is not yet fully understood why SRI leads to higher
pregnancy rates. However, there are several
hypotheses which seem plausible:

EVIE slowly releases gradually so that the sperm are
available over a longer period in which to encounter
the ovum.

This appears to maximize the opportunity for
conception to occur

EVIE minimizes loss of sperm back into the vagina or
out through the fallopian tubes into the pelvic cavity

The balloon catheter may stimulate the local
prostaglangin production which may improve the
transport of sperm within the fallopian tubes

Pregnancy rates per cycle are doubled

compared to conventional Ul in women under

35 years of age

Pregnancy rates are potentially close to those

with IVF/ICSI with two or three cycles

Less invasive and a natural alternative to
IVF/ICSI

Clomiphene sufficient

No follicle puncture

No embryo transfer

High patient acceptance

Easy to use

Slowly releasing sperm over
a 4 hour period

How does EVIE work?

EVIE is used in the same way as conventional 1Ul,
however, the usual IUl catheter is replaced with
a balloon catheter, which is supplied with EVIE,

and the insemination syringe is filled with 1.5ml
of prepared sperm.

What are the key factors for success with EVIE?
Slow Release Insemination (SRI) with EVIE results in the best chances of success when the following
factors are observed

Parameter Success Factor Additional Information
Female parameter Women under 35

Open and functional Fallopian

tubes
Male parameter Mild subfertility > 10 Mill/ml after swim-up

Fresh sperm only

Stimulation with Clomifen 50mg (1x1) days 5-9 for regular cycles
50mg (1x1) days 3-7 for short cycles
increase to 100mg (2+1) in non-responsive cases

Optimal insemination time LH test with folliculometry or (Pregnyl®, Choragon®)

induction of ovulation with
5000 IU hCG for one follicle
10,000 IU hCG for two follicles

Use of EVIE On the day after the LH peak Before ovulation
or 24-36 hours after
administration of hCG
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
